Cleaning the Faceplate Terminals
If the terminals on the unit or faceplate get
dirty, wipe them with a dry, soft cloth.

Cleaning the Unit

If the faceplate of this unit is stained, wipe it

with a dry soft cloth such as a silicon cloth.

If the faceplate is stained badly, wipe the stain

off with a cloth moistened with neutral

cleaner, then wipe neutral detergent off.
Applying spray cleaner directly to the unit may
affect its mechanical parts. Wiping the
faceplate with a hard cloth or using a volatile
liquid such as thinner or alcohol may scratch
the surface or erases characters.

[ Set the media you want to listen to. If there's no media in this
unit, you can't swhich to each source.

? The sound quality is poor or distorted.
O One of the speaker wires is being pinched by a screw in the car.

[0 The speakers are not wired correctly.
